At the ground floor there is a permanent
museum display, and the first floor
serves for occasional thematic
exhibitions of various contents.

The permanent display is divided into
three segments: older history of Kolasin,
the ethnographic collection and Kolasin
during the WWII and the socialist
revolution.

Within the municipality of Kolasin there
is also the Memorial Home with some
museum items linked to the ZAVNO
(Country Anti-fascist Liberation Council)
of Montenegro and Boka.
